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Additional instructions Eurotrail tents

Congratulations! You are now the proud owner of a Eurotrail tent. As you will discover, our tents are practical and made to last. In order to ensure that you derive maximum enjoyment and many comfortable nights from your tent for as long as possible, the following tips offer advice on how to use and look after your tent.

Be sure to read these additional instructions as well as the instructions on how to erect the tent! It will save you a lot of trouble.

Erect the tent a few times before you go camping. This will help you to get to know the tent and at the same time you can check that you have all of the parts you need. If this not the case, go straight back to the dealer! 

It is normal for condensation to build up in a polyester or polycotton tent. Not on the walls of the tent but also under the airbed or sleeping mat. Condensation builds up during the night, as a result of differences in temperature, and also because the average adult gives off approximately 0.5 litres of moisture every night. Condensation cannot be avoided, but the effects of condensation can be minimized by making sure that the tent is well ventilated and by using a groundsheet under the entire surface of the tent. You can also place a blanket under the sleeping mats. 

A tent should never be stored wet for long because this can cause mould. This will damage the waterproof coating and in the worst case the tent will be unusable.

Allow the tent to dry out as soon as possible even if it hasn’t rained (the seams can always be wet or damp).

The seams of the tents are taped to make them waterproof. Unfortunately however, the polyester or polycotton tent cloth and the tape stretch differently. So over time the tape will peel away from the seams that get stretched most. Never pull the tape off in an attempt to reseal the seam since this will also tear away part of the coating and it will be almost impossible to repair the damage. If the seam leaks, leave the tape where it is and smear some seam sealant on the outside of the seam.

Certain sections of the seams cannot be mechanically taped. If the tent leaks at one of these points, you need to treat the spot with the seam sealer. 

Check this by spraying the tent with water when you first try setting up the tent.

Make sure that the tent pegs and the tent poles are clean and dry before you put them away. Grit and sand can cause damage.

The UV rays emitted by the sun affect most fabrics and materials. Over time sunlight will weaken the tent cloth and cause it to fade. To minimize the effect of UV light it is best to erect the tent in a shady spot. For this reason colourfastness cannot be guaranteed.

Fire-safety measures 

· Don’t place cooking equipment, heaters or lanterns too close to the sides of the tent and follow the safety instructions supplied with the equipment.

· Don’t use any flammable substances inside the tent.

· Don’t allow children to play near cooking equipment, heaters or lanterns.

· Keep entrances and exits free.

· Check the fire-safety regulations on the camp site. 

· Make sure you know what to do in case of fire.
